To enrol your child:

· Step 1: Complete a 2012 enrolment form if not already completed for this year.

· Step 2: Complete the attendance sheet for this vacation period, including permission notes for the relevant days.
· Please note that on the day bookings will be dependent on places being available. 
· Early bird bookings close on 7th December at 6pm and will receive a $5 discount per day. Bookings received after the closing date will be charged the full daily rate. Fees are due for payment by Wed 21st of December. For half days please discuss directly with Carl/Director and remind staff on the day of attendance.

· Arrival & departure: Always via the gate on Hobart Avenue, down the path & into the junior hall. 

· Children MUST be signed in and out of the program each day and this will occur in the junior hall unless otherwise specified on the program.

The program: Our program outlines the highlights of every day. Other activities will be programmed each day and a daily program will be displayed. Children’s and families’ suggestions are always welcome.

· Generally we will start off the day with a variety of low key activities between 8am and 9.30am. Structured activities will run between 9.30am and 3pm – please check excursion information & whiteboard daily for more information, as program may change. Check the program for excursion times.
· Excursions to Manuka Pool often require parents to collect their children directly from the pool by our usual closing time of 6pm (don’t forget to sign your child out on the roll). Check program or ask staff for if you are unsure about this.

· We will have afternoon tea around 3.30pm and spend the remainder of the day doing a variety of activities including quiet games, sport, movies etc. 

· Wheels – children are welcome to bring bikes, scooters, rollerblades, skateboards etc to the program. Please remember that children must have a helmet to participate in this activity (or a note excusing the child). Further protective gear is also required for blades and skateboards. Children will have an opportunity on most days to use their wheels but it will depend on the daily program and weather. PLEASE make sure ALL ‘wheels’ are taken home by the end of the program on Friday the 3rd of February.

Food: We will provide afternoon tea each day. Children are required to bring their own lunch and snacks each day, remember no nuts or nut products. Breakfast is NOT provided during Vacation Care. Children will have access to a fridge to keep their food cold – please clearly label lunch boxes and water bottles. If you require lunch box ideas please ask to see our information. On days that we are at the centre for lunch there is also the opportunity to access a microwave and sandwich toaster. PLEASE NO SOFT DRINK. Children should also bring a refillable water bottle each day. On days when we go on excursions children without a water bottle will be provided with a bottle of water for a charge of $2 to your account. 
· Previous programs show that children are often hungry throughout the day and enjoy to snack regularly. Please pack enough food for children. It is acknowledged that some growing children will eat more than adults do in a day.  If you are not sure ask the staff for feedback on your child.
Clothing: NO CAPS UNLESS THEY ARE LEGIONAIRES STYLE. Children without a sun smart hat will have to play indoors or in shaded areas. This will be difficult on excursion days. PLEASE LABEL/NAME ALL YOUR CHILD’S CLOTHING
· Closed in shoes required for all excursion days. Children need a sun smart hat and clothes everyday – shoulders must always be covered( Summer evenings can be cool so a long sleeved jumper/cardigan may be required 
· Any lost property not collected by close of business on Friday, 3rd February will be donated to charity.

Valuables: Please no money, game boys, I-Pods or battle cards unless advised on the program.  We are having one games day per week the dates are: Wed 11th, Fri 20th, Wed 25th and Thurs 2nd of Feb. Our electronic games policy will be enforced on all other days and machines MUST NOT be brought to the centre.

Fees and Childcare Benefit: To obtain CCB and CCR we must have Date of Birth and Customer Reference Number for yourself and each child on the enrolment form and notify Centrelink if this is the first time using our service. If you have a child enrolled in another service please advise us of this also, so you get your correct CCB percentage applied. Please discuss ½ days directly with Carl or the Director on the day. 
**Cancellations must be in writing & for no charge 2 weeks in advance.**
Full fees are payable by Wed, 21st December. For enrolments after this date, full payment is due on enrolment.
